In this envelope, you will find a page that tells about the Reunion and making hotel reservations.  There is another page that tells about Meal Reservations/Prices.  This page needs to be mailed, along with your check, to Karen by September 7th.  Please contact her if you have any questions.  
We have a block of rooms at a special rate that is good for a limited time.  Make your reservation as early as possible to insure that you get the type of room you want at the special rate.  These rooms can be cancelled any time after you make your reservation up to noon on the day before you arrive at the reunion.  The cost of a king room will be $121.00 and a room with two queen beds will cost $131.00.  There is a 17.73% tax and $1.50 charge (convention/tourism fee) per night, per room, also added to the base price listed here.  On September 7, these rooms at this price will no longer be available for the reunion; this is our “cut off” date.  If you call to book a room after that date, you’ll pay the regular price (right now, that is listed at between $159 and $169 per room).  NOTE: booking a room now and giving your credit card number does not mean there will be any charges to that card now.  The card will be billed only on the day you depart the hotel at the end of the reunion.
Breakfast on Friday, Saturday, and Sunday is included in this price and these meals will be served in the 727th ATB Hospitality Room.

We will not be planning outings:  instead we’ll invite speakers to come to visit us at the hotel on Friday and Saturday.  Of course, anyone who wants will be able to find a driver to take them to nearby areas for shopping, sightseeing, etc.

JoAn’s Senior Barn Players will entertain us on Saturday evening.

Dinner on Friday, and lunches on Friday and Saturday, will be provided in the Hospitality Room at a cost of $10 each.  The banquet on Saturday night will be $14 each.  Our theme this year is “You’re in Cowboy Country”, so get ready!
